Adaptations in the Tundra

Aim: I can identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment.

A biome is a large area of the Earth that has a distinctive set of plants and animals which are
adapted to that environment.

The Arctic tundra biome has a very short summer season. For much of the year, it is cold and
dark with strong winds. The ground never completely thaws.

Arctic tundra is home to polar bears and moss. Research how they are adapted to the biome
in which they live.
